Mathematics Day - Dec 22

National Mathematics day is celebrated on 22nd December to
honor mathematician Srinivasa Ramanujan, who was born on
this date in 1887. India’s great mathematician Srinivasa Ra-
manujan, he is also called the magician of numbers, with his
talent and fundamental power, he did many great pieces of re-
search. Ramanujan started the search for mathematical theo-
rem at the age of just 12 without any formal education and at
the age of just 32, he made about 3900 theories of mathematics.

NANLEQSB% Mathematics Eysenck, “he tried to interest the leading profes-
sional mathematicians in his work, but failed for
the most part. What he had to show them was too
novel, too unfamiliar, and additionally present-

ed in unusual ways; they could not be bothered

Ramanujan used to think far ahead of his time,in the year 1919, he discovered
mock Theta, which could solve the biggest puzzle of the universe, a Black Hole.
The formulas of mathematics which used to take hours for big mathematicians
to solve, and Ramanujan used to prove them in minutes .He used to say that for
me that formula has no meaning from which he does not get spiritual thoughts

Childhood

Srinivasa Ramanujan was born on 22nd December 1887 in Erode village of Ta-
mil Nadu. Ramanujan’s childhood was full of struggles, in the year 1889, all his sib-
lings died due to smallpox but Ramanujan recovered. Ramanujan’s father was a clerk
and his mother was a housewife. Ramanujan did not speak for about 3 years after
his birth, the family members considered him dumb. Ramanujan used to teach tui-
tion to BA students in 7th standard by the age of 13 to meet the expenses of the house.

Journey and Achievements

Ramanujan had advanced trigonometry by heart and started formulating his own theorems.
Due to the cost of the register, Ramanujan used slate to derive his results. However, he also
kept a register in which he used to write the formula from the slate. When he used to go some-
where in search of a job, he often used to show the same register, but people used to ignore it.

British professor Hardy considered Ramanujan to be the greatest mathematicians in
the world. He invited Ramanujan to Cambridge University in the year 1913 by rec-
ognizing the extraordinary work sent to him as samples by Ramanujan. He even
compared Ramanujan to other mathematical genius as such as Euler and Jacobi.

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Ramanujan independently compiled nearly 3900 results and he was the first Indian to be
elected as a fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge. His formulas, theories and equations opened
an entire new area of work and inspired further research.He was the second Indian to be
inducted as a fellow of the Royal Society in 1918, which is a fellowship of the world’s most
eminent scientists.

Also, In his last year of life, Ramanujan compiled some 600 mathematical
formulae and listed them without any proof. Ramanujan made impactful contribution to the
discipline in his short life. His areas of work include infinite series, continued fractions,
number theory and mathematical analysis. He also made notable contributions like the
hypergeometric series, the Riemann series, the elliptic integrals, the theory of divergent
series and the fundamental equations of the zeta function.However, after returning to
India in 1919, he fell ill with tuberculosis and died on 26th April 1920 at the age of just 32.

al Mathematics Day to mark the 125th birth anniversary of Ramanujan. On this occa-
sion, he also announced that 2012 would be declared as the National mathematics year.
eRamanujan biography “The Man Who Knew Infinity” by Robert kanigel depicts his life and journey
to fame.

The main objective behind observing the day as National Mathematic Day is to cre-
ate awareness among people regarding the importance of mathematics and Srinivasa Ra-
manujan is an inspiration for mathematicians across the globe. The self thought genius
lived a short but vibrant life and he is widely regarded as India’s greatest mathematician.
